1. When will the algal biofuels industry reach commercialization?

4. Which types of algal production systems are most likely to achieve commercial success?

Ponds - simple raceway ponds 50%

Photo bioreactors - growing algae in tubes and enclosures 19%

Fermentation - growing algae in the dark 8%

5. What are the most important challenges for the commercialisation of algal biofuels?

Economic feasibility - proof of production at lower costs 50%

More demonstration projects to prove algae systems work 19%

Less hype and PR and more real projects with real production 17%

Technical feasibility - proof of concept to raise money 8%

More research needed before scaling up projects 6%
